A Homeless Shelter

The Cold Wet Weather Shelter Program (CWW) is a temporary shelter for the homeless that
will be running every night at several Church locations in the Tri-Cities from the beginning
of December 2007 to mid-March of 2008. There are currently over 200 people in the Tri-Cities
that will be fighting the cold this winter and with the harsh weather conditions we are
experiencing, they will need a warm place to stay at night. Coquitlam Alliance Church,
located at 2601 Spuraway Ave, will be running this shelter from Dec 31 to Jan 24, 2008.

Each night, we will be serving the homeless a hot meal, providing a warm place to sleep,
preparing breakfast in the morning and giving them a packed lunch for the day. Our goal
with this program is not only to protect these individuals from the cold weather conditions
but ultimately to get them off the streets and back into homes and decent living conditions.

We will also be distributing some practical life supplies through our "Backpack of Hope"

program which will fill a backpack with basic living products that will help the homeless
restore their hygiene and promote good health.
